Shield were nominated for a 2023 Service to America
medal for their outstanding work. They conceived
and led a unique worldwide investigation using
information from a government-controlled encrypted
messaging service that resulted in the arrest of more
than a thousand drug traffickers and members of
organized crime syndicates.
